Hamas Leaflet During the First Intifada: No Peace with Israel

The following pages are declassified State Department cables during the intifada in 1988. At the time
the leaders of the Palestinian uprising were said to be secular Arabs working under the umbrella of the
Unified National Leadership of the Uprising (UNLU). The documents relate U.S. diplomats’ views from
Israel that Hamas has tried unsuccessfully to reconcile with the UNLU leadership.

While the UNLU distributed leaflets that called for negotiations with Israel based on the 1967 border.
Hamas, however, refused “to give up an atom of our beloved homeland.” In the same Hamas leaflet (No.
30 dated October 5, 1988), the Palestinians are told: “The Jews killed the prophets. They killed the
innocent. They imprisoned the pious. There shall be no peace with the killers.”
