The Embassy of the State of Israel, on behalf of the Government of the State of Israel,
accepts the proposals in the above mentioned note and further agrees that the above
mentioned note and this note constitute an Agreement between the Government of the
State of Israel and the Government of the United States of America that enters into force
on the date of this note, with effect from March 31, 2008.

The Embassy of the State of Israel avails itself of this opportunity to renew to the
Department of State the assurance of its highest consideration.
