The Socio-economic Aspects of Welfare State Policy in Israel

Syllabus

The course will deal with the socio-economic aspects of welfare state policy on the
basis of current data regarding the trends emerging in developed countries, including
Israel. The course will focus on structural changes in the labor market and the effect
of globalization on economic and social policy. The following issues will receive
special attention: implications of Israel’s National Health Insurance Law (1995),
pension arrangements, universality versus selectivity as transfer payment eligibility

criteria, income distribution and poverty as well as migrant labor.
