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Seminar goal and main topics.
Isragli citizens and academics and journalists in Israel and abroad feel and argue that

Israeli democracy is flawed. Some observers even maintain that Israeli democracy isin
the midst of a crisis. Most of these observers share the view that Isradli politics is a a
crossroads. The purpose of this seminar is to examine in depth these and similar
arguments about the situation of Israeli democracy, political culture and its structural and
ingtitutional characteristics, al of which are very different from the American system.

In this vein, the seminar will deal with the following issues. The roots of the Isragli
political system — that is, the main characteristics of the political system and politics
during the Yishuv (the Jewish Community in Palestine prior to the establishment of the
State of Israel) period; the politics and development of the Isragli political system during
three distinct periods from 1948 until the beginning of the 21st century; socialization
processes and the impacts of the Israel social structure (the class structure, religious-
secular, and Jewish-Israeli Palestinian relations) on current Israeli politics; the main
characteristics of current Isradli political culture — values, ethics and behaviora patterns;
ideological controversies and conflicts; the main institutiona characteristics of the current
Israeli political system — leadership, €elites, elections, parties, the Knesset (the Isragli
parliament), the Executive branch, the Bureaucracy, the Judiciary, Local-Government,
and the Israeli “Security Network”; the main changes that have occurred as aresult of the
2006 elections; civil-society and politics; is Isragl an ethnic-democracy?; the mgor threats
and challenges facing the Israeli political system and politics at the present crossroads.

Seminar requirements:

- Regular attendance in the seminar's meetings and participation in its discussions (20%
of the final grade);

- Regular readings of all required bibliographical items and optional reading of the
recommended items. All books can be found in the library.

- Mid-term short research paper (topics will be given by me). Submission of this paper in
mid October (20% of the final grade);

- Presentation in class of the main issues of the final seminar paper (the selection of the
seminar paper’ stopic and research questions will be done in a personal meeting with me).
- Submission of seminar paper beginning of December (60% of the final grade).
